Retractable keels, centerboards, daggerboards or similar foils shall remain locked in the full-down position while racing .

LOCATION AND COURSES

The starting line will be directly across from West Access Marina near the dam of Lake Carlyle in Illinois. The course shall
be one lap around a triangle as outlined in the attached diagram at the end of these instructions. The approximate length
of the course will be 15 miles. This race will be run as a Pursuit Race like the Hare “n Hounds or the Wednesday Navy. A
schedule of start times will be provided, but none will be earlier than 1815 hours.

FLEETS AND DIVISIONS
The 2008 Moonlight Regatta provides for two fleets: a Jib & Main Fleet and a Spinnaker Fleet.

JIB AND MAIN FLEET
The Jib and Main (JAM) Fleet is open to otherwise eligible boats racing with certain equipment restrictions:

e No spinnaker, gennaker, blooper, or similar sail shall be used.

e Anyjibin excess of 155% according t o HanticappingeaadsSoorirg iManoal stdhlé f i n i
be declared on the proper form (attached) and shall be rated accordingly by the handicapper.

SPINNAKER FLEET

Open to otherwise eligible boats having an upwind sail area to displacement ratio of less than 30.0 as published in the US
Sai |l i ng dHanhdicapBavirgki this Division shall be supplied by the CYC Handicapping Committee according to
the CYC-PHRF Methodology. In this Division ratings shall be assigned a based on the presumption of a large, overlapping
headsail.

SCORING

This race is being run as a pursuit race using CYC PHRF Ratings and the Time on Distance methodology. Since the starts
are staggered according to the ratings, the finish order determinese ach boat 6s pl ace.

PRIZES

Awards shall be presented in each Fleet as follows: three awards in the Spinnaker Fleet, and three in the Jib & Main Fleet.

BERTHING

Slips may be rented at West Access Marina for $1/foot per day (24 hours). The rate includes electricity, water, and the use
of the pumping station. It is best to phone ahead for reservations, and you can pay by credit card. The phone number is
618-594-2461. Alternatively, come up to the marina office on the day of the race and take care of it then. Fuel and ice are
available for sale.

Races will not be started unless the PRO determines there is a consistent breeze of 5 knots over the entire area of the
racecourse. Races will be postponed to await sufficient wind to race. Postponement will be signaled by two sounds and
displaying the Answering Pennant.

The PRO for any reason directly affecting the safety or fairness of the Race may abandon a race even after it has
concluded. (Rule 32.1.e)

THE COURSE
e The course shall be one lap around a triangle as outlined in the diagram.

e The marks are named as follows, and the approximate GPS coordinates are given:

Start/Finish Line located near the dam: 38° 37.113N 089° 20.266W
Mark B - located near Coles Creek: 38° 39.404N 089° 16.736W
Mark C - located near Keysport: 38°42.669N 089° 16.259W

e The Course Board on the RC Boat shall indicate the course to be sailed. The heading to the first mark will be
indicated, and the course designation.

Course D2 :Starti Ci B1i Finish, marks left to starboard

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COURSE BOARD

The CYC Course Board is laid out as indicated in the figure. The heading to the first mark is indicated on the top line of the
board. The board may indicate up to four starting divisions T the numbers in blue circles indicate the starting division,

‘MARK 030

and the course to be sailed is indicated immediately to the right of it. At
this regatta, all starting divisions shall sail the same racecourse, but the
Course Board will specify each starting division nevertheless. The
example given is a clockwise trip around the lake, marks left to starboard.

MARKS
The marks shall be inflatable buoys, international orange in color. A strobe light may be attached to aid visibility.

THE START

The Moonlight Regatta is a pursuit race. Start times for each type of boat are pre-computed. Find your boat in the
schedule of start times, and look across to find your start time. You may start the race at that time or later, otherwise
observing RRS 26.

START/FINISH LINE
e Shall be between the main mast of the RC auxiliary and a mark or pin.

e In the case of the RC acknowledging finishes from a launch, the finish will between the Mark-s et boat 6s
hel msmandés seat and a mar k.

e When serving as the starboard end of the starting/finishing line, the RC boat is a mark of the course. Any auxiliary
boat(s) which may be attached to the RC Boat including the attachments and fenders are also considered parts of
the mark.

SHORTENING COURSE
e The course may be shortened as the RC deems necessary.

e Alaunch near a mark of the course willf | y ¢ o d endpdriedgallyiis®uad two sounds to signal that the
course has been shortened.

e The finish shall be found on the next leg of the course, rather nearer to the mark than to the location of the
starting line.

e A course shall always be shortened fito the finisho . What t hi s me a nbsatsishouldsimplgfinishc e i s
the race by crossing the finish line as if she had completed her whole course.

ABANDONMENT
e The race may be abandoned at the discretion of the RC.

e Abandonment will be announced on VHF Channel 69

THE FINISH

o Allfinishes shall be made between the main mast of the RC Boat (or the helmsmand seat of launch) and the finish
mark, sailing from the direction of the previous mark of the course.

e The RC shall acknowl edge ofnshed untdl the RChas &cknowlesiggdherA boat i s

e Arretiring boat shall inform the RC by either sailing past the RC Boat and notifying the RC they have withdrawn
from the race, hailing another racing boat of their intention to withdraw requesting this other boat to inform the
RC, or contacting the RC Boat via radio (VHF Channel 69).

PENALTY SYSTEM

e Penalties apply as described in Rules 44.1 and 44.2 with the following exception: if at the time of the rule
infraction a spinnaker is hoisted, an offending boat can exonerate herself by fully lowering her spinnaker to the
deck, completing one turn including one tack and one gybe in the same direction, and re-hoisting and flying her
spinnaker.

TIME LIMITS
e All yachts shall complete the course by 0100 hours Sunday, October 19th,

PROTESTS
e Protests shall follow Rule 61.

e Immediately upon completing a race, a boat intending to file a protest must notify the RC (on the water) of her
intention to protest and must identify the protested boat.

e Protests are to be submitted using The Racing Rules of Sailing Protest Form. Completed forms shall be filed with
the scorer in The Galley at West Access Marina not later than one hour after the last boat finishes the last race of

the regatta.

SCORING
e This race is a Pursuit Race. The finishing position of each yacht is determined by the order in which she crosses
the finish line.
